Points to Ponder: Luke 6:27-38
The ultimate call from Jesus is: ‘Do unto others as you would have them do to you.’ Today
Jesus is calling us to examine ourselves and ask: Do I do unto others as I would like them to
do unto me?
Most likely, each one of us has been wounded, betrayed or rejected at differing times in our
lives. If this person was a friend, this wounding typically is amplified since we trusted this
individual. However, each one of us also has wounded or betrayed individuals in our life. It is
all part of our human condition.
When Jesus instructs us to love our enemies, He does not mean that this person should
become one of my best friends. Jesus understands that forgiving is first a decision. However,
it also is a process. The path to forgiveness may take a long time, and understandably so.
However, we have to choose to take the first step. No one can force us to take this step; we
are the only ones who can make this decision. And in reality, it may take a long time before
we are ready and willing to begin the process of forgiveness.
Jesus doesn't ask for miracles nor does He want *play’ forgiveness. He continually invites us
not only to free the individual who wounded us, but also to free ourselves from the pain,
anger and hurt that binds us. Jesus is patient and yet persistent. He continually invites us and
calls us to forgive. Perhaps today we can take one small step in this direction.
